General Meeting 

Wednesday, October 1, 2008 6:30 p.m.

Minutes

The meeting was opened at 6:30 p.m.  Lisa Anderson welcomed everyone in attendance.  
Secretary’s Report & Treasurer’s Report  The reading of both reports was waived.  Electronic copies were distributed prior to the meeting and were also available at the meeting.  

Booster Club Report  Currently we have a total of 6 boosters ($405).  We are hoping for 100% participation this year.  Forms are available on line.  

Overview of Student Accounts – Lisa explained how the student accounts work.  Students can have “virtual money” deposited into accounts when they are directly involved with a fundraiser.  Funds from major events such as the carousel will be deposited directly into the general fund.  Students can use their student accounts to purchase band banquet tickets or band trips.  At the end of the year the “virtual money” will not be refunded to the student (only if it came from actual cash) but will be transferred to the general fund or can also be transferred to another band student.  

Carousel Fundraiser – very successful – raised over $500.00

MAK Publishing Booklet – Photos scheduled for Friday, October 17th – students report early at 3:30 p.m.  So far over $800 has been raised.  Students and parents can purchase small ads for $5.00 each – up to 25 characters (remember the more characters the smaller the font).  We can also sell business ads (profits will be deposited into the general fund).  Forms will be available on-line soon.
EPHS Cheerleaders Fundraiser – they are selling Townie Pride Football Yard Signs to raise money for mats.  $10.00 each.  If interested they will be available at all home games.

Townie Pride Night @ Pierce Field is scheduled for Friday, October 3rd.  Admission is free when you donate a canned good or book.
1st Annual 8th grade Night is scheduled for Friday, October 10th.  Betty Medeiros will be making pins for each of the 8th graders (approx. 40) “EPHS Class of 2013”.  It was also noted that this date conflicts with Clarinet Day at RIC.  Those students will be given the choice as to which event to attend.  
PTSA Fall Festival is scheduled for Saturday, October 25th.  Time is: 12:00 – 4:00 p.m.  FOEPHSB will have a table to sell merchandise & popcorn.  We are also looking for ideas for an activity.  Suggested – a musical activity such as setting up either Guitar Hero or Rock Band.  
EP Scout House Craft Fair – scheduled for Saturday, November 8th.  They have offered a table for FOEPHSB free of charge – to sell our merchandise, popcorn machine.  

Parades two are confirmed.  Autumnfest Parade (Woonsocket  - Columbus Day) October 13th  We need water bottles with sports caps, ice, breakfast snacks. Christmas Parade (Taunton ) Sunday, 12/7.  DR to host and to serve breakfast, EP will serve lunch.
